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1 Reason for Change

This CR provides the JSON example code that corresponds to all the existing XML examples in the TS, based on the “general conversion” rules from TS_REST_Common.

As a baseline, the XML code is fixed such that it is valid and well-formed. In the course, the missing enumeration type “replace-method-type” (defined in the XSD but missing from the TS) is added to the TS.

Further, some missing “Accept” headers are added. 

Also, it has been noticed that a way to signal the format of the notifications about a Push message is missing. This has been added as a “ppg-notify-requested-format” attribute in the “push-message-type”, plus according enum type.
Note that the CR is based on the examples as changed by CR OMA-CD-PUSH-2010-0046-CR_InitiatorAddress_and_Editorials.
R01 removes the signalling mechanism ppg-notify-requested-format and replaces it by implicit signalling for the notification format, as agreed in 11 Jan 2011 confcall.
