2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides a summary o the changes needed to align PushREST with the other OMA Network APIs, following the Network API governance.
3 Detailed Proposal
In an effort to harmonize and streamline their API releases, OMA is currently working on concepts for API governance. ARC is responsible WG for Network API governance and CD for Device API governance.
ARC has suggested to use consistent naming for all Network APIs as follows:

Long name (on TS title page): RESTful Network API for XYZ
Short name (TS file name): OMA-TS-REST_NetAPI_XYZ-Vx_y-YYYYMMDD-S

XML namespace: urn:oma:xml:rest:netapi:xyz
XSD SUP file name: OMA-SUP-XSD_rest_netapi_xyz-Vx_y-YYYYMMDD-S

1) It is suggested to replace “XYZ” by “Push” for PushREST.
The title page of the TS will then look as follows:

The enabler name will be changed to “RESTful Network API for (OMA?) Push”.
