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1 Overview

This liaison is a response to Broadband Forum, to recommend to look for possible collaboration with OMA CPNS on M2M work and to avoid any potential overlap. 
2 Proposal

We, CPNS* working group of OMA CD, would like to appreciate the Broadband Forum for initiating this relationship and for providing useful information about works in Broadband Home working group. By exchanging these liaisons, we hope to establish the harmonious cooperation with Broadband Home working group, to improve the quality and completeness of works in both organizations.

*CPNS: Converged Personal Network Service

Considering the description regarding the scope and objective of OD-282 and OD-278 in Broadband Forum, as explained in the liaison, OMA CD CPNS has become aware that our two work items, CPNS v1.0 and v1.1, have some relations and relevance to those two projects that BBF mentioned. Thereby, we are happy to suggest to Broadband Home working group refer to our work and discuss with us about future cooperation.
The CPNS aims to facilitate universal access to services across a convergence of Personal Networks and Wide Area Networks/Cellular Networks. The CPNS v1.0 started in October 2008, completed by April 2011, and ratified as OMA Enabler Release Package in May 2011: CPNS v1.0 Enabler Release Package.
The OMA CPNS provides a wide range of functionality to support converged-network services, including multimedia content delivery, end-to-end management of service sessions, publication and discovery of services, and customization of service characteristics based upon device capabilities. 
In particular, with the perspectives seeking for the collaboration, the two example usage scenarios can be beneficial to understand the concept of the CPNS, to some extent.

1) Use Case I - Multimedia Content Delivery

An end user can watch high-quality movies on a big screen using a mobile device serving as a gateway between a movie-streaming server via Cellular network and home consumer electronic device via Wireless Personal Access Network technologies. The mobile phone or fixed gateway provides access to the global network for devices that only have local area connectivity (e.g. WiFi, Bluetooth).
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2) Use Case II - In-Home Network
OMA CPNS enables extension of Internet-based services to home appliances. This extension enables interaction with M2M services and applications. An end user can access in-home appliances from outside the home using CPNS connections between personal networks and the CPNS Server. This allows for remote control, monitoring and content delivery.
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Providing that the CPNS has great potential in many areas, such as home environment, Machine-to-Machine (M2M) communication, remote personal networks, etc. and given that we need to improve some of these capabilities which were not fully utilized and covered by CPNS v1.0, we also just kicked off a new work item of CPNS.

OMA Converged Personal Network v1.1, which has mainly derived from the various objectives to enhance and reinforce the completed Work Item – CPNS v1.0. The new CPNS Release will extend the target usages, enhance the guidance for implementation, strengthen the interoperability, and overall improve the value of the specification altogether: CPNS v1.1 WID.

Given these already addressed objectives, OMA CPNS recommend that BBF and OMA CPNS collaborate on these issues in order to avoid overlaps. 
Timeframe for OMA CPNS v1.1 work item is around August 2012. Thus, we hope that BBF investigate what has been described above, and that the both SDOs will find a way to actualize the cooperation into the realized results.

OMA CPNS SWG kindly requests your consideration, interest, and response to this recommendation. 
OMA CPNS can also offer additional details as necessary to help clarify the related work in OMA. 
OMA CPNS would like to ask BBF home networking group for more information on TR-069 application for M2M and how they plan to implement it versus other application layer protocols for remote management of end-user devices.. We would like to inquire whether BBF’s intent is to use TR-069 as an exclusive solution in further development of standards.
