1 Overview

The OMA has observed some recent activity in the IETF APPSAWG Working Group related to Social Networking standardization (such as RFC6415 and draft-jones-appsawg-webfinger-00).

This Liaison Statement is intended to make aware the IETF APPSAWG Working Group of the activity OMA is working on named OMA Mobile Social Network (MobSocNet) Enabler, as well as the scope and the current status of this work.
IETF APPSAWG Working Group is also kindly requested to provide information on the scope and status of their activity highlighting specific areas that could be of interest for the OMA MobSocNet activity.

OMA MobSocNet Background
After the completion of a White Paper ([1]), OMA has started specifying a dedicated MobSocNet Enabler in May 2011 (see [2] and [3]), which targets interoperability between MobSocNet clients & servers and server-to-server federation, supporting at least features such as:

· profile discovery;

· publication and sharing of contents, activities & follow-up actions.

In addition, this Enabler is expected to expose Device APIs & Network APIs, as well as an appropriate privacy framework, to easily integrate MobSocNet with external applications.

Technically, this enabler intends:

· to consider the endorsement of OStatus-related specifications, in particular for server-to-server interactions;
· to consider the endorsement of OpenSocial Social API Server specification, in particular for client-server interactions;
· to consider the endorsement of OpenSocial Social Gadget API specification as Device APIs;

· to consider reusing OAuth 2.0 and related specifications as privacy framework for APIs;
· to consider reusing OMA Push enabler to support notifications to MSN Client entities (e.g. for follow-up actions delivery, private message delivery, user status notification, etc).
OMA MobSocNet Current Status

The current scheduled time for completion of the MobSocNet Enabler specifications is June 2012 (Enabler in Candidate status). The requirements definition has been completed in July 2011 and a related architecture has been produced.

Currently, the technical specification of the enabler is underway, and is already considering IETF specifications such as:
· Host-meta descriptor definition to be exposed by MSN Server entities

· WebFinger discovery protocol to discover resource (user) information and endpoints across MSN Servers to actuate Social Network federation, as well as the “acct:” URI/IRI scheme for identifying users

· TEL URI and ENUM-DNS protocol specifications to address MSISDN-acct. URI resolution
· OAuth 2.0 as authorization framework for Social Networking APIs

Based on the current maturity of these specifications, references are sometimes mentioned as “Work in Progress”.

The latest version of the Enabler Release specification is available at [4].
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2 Proposal

OMA CD would like to propose IETF APPSAWG Working Group to take the status and activity of OMA CD MobSocNet Work Area into consideration in the future works of IETF APPSAWG Working Group in the field of social networking standardization activities, further considering the requests indicated below.

OMA CD MobSocNet Work Area also is further interested in collaborating actively with IETF APPSAWG Working Group for accelerating the working progress of both sides and fostering the adoption of a common standard solution, whilst avoiding overlapping work.
3 Requested Action(s)

IETF APPSAWG Working Group is kindly invited to provide feedback on the following points:

1) consideration and tentative timeframe of [draft-jones-appsawg-webfinger] as WG document and future RFC publication;

2) support for Unicode characters in the “acct:” scheme (URI/IRI);

3) registration of an ENUM service type for “acct:” scheme;

4) consideration of other OStatus-related specifications (e.g. Salmon, PubSubHubbub, ActivityStreams) as IETF specifications

5) tentative generic scope, list and roadmap of the Social Networking-related activities and output documents within the group;

6) areas of potential overlap, complementarities or interest with the OMA MobSocNet activities based on the referred information;
