3 Detailed Proposal

1. Define Policies and policy parameters.

2. Add parameters so that STI interface can be used to request mark-up language “transcoding” (conversion).
3. Control transcoding per media element, not just per media type.

4. Add a timer parameter to the transcoding request.

5. Transcoding Platform to provide InputMediaProperties and OutputMediaProperties in the transcoding response.
6. Support for new transformations for brightness, contrast, color, and gamma.

8. Define STI-specific SOAP Headers.
