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1 Reason for Change

With the current STI 1.0 specification, there is no direct or standardized way of specifying the encoding method Fixed Bit Rate (FBR) or Variable Bit Rate (VBR) for audio codecs supporting such feature such as AMR-NB and QCELP. This CR proposes a way to specify the encoding method.
This CR is in relation with comment 014 of the Consistency Review Report for STI 1.0.

In R01 of this CR, we add CBR (Constant Bit Rate) as a possible value.  Note that FBR and CBR are used interchangeably, i.e. they mean the same thing.  Supporting both values will prevent the Application Platforms to have to modify their implementations to support one or the other.  At the Transcoding Platform, both values can be mapped to a single value internally if necessary.
