· The Application Service Provider has (or has access to) one or more Transcoding Platforms that support the STI interface.

· The Transcoding Platform supports content query functionality.

1.1.4 Post-conditions

1.1.5 Normal Flow

1. The node used by the Application Service Provider sends a content query request to the Transcoding Platform with a media.

2. The Transcoding Platform performs the analysis and returns the response. 
3. Based on the details about the media, the node used by the Application Service Provider classifies and stores the media.

1. STI SHALL support a mechanism for an Application Platform to send a content query request to the Transcoding Platform.

2. STI SHALL support a mechanism for a Transcoding Platform to send a content query response to the Application Platform.
