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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes a solution for implementing the Do-Not-Transcode-Functionality-For-Multipart presented in Input Contribution OMA-STI-2005-0090R02. The implementation details in this contribution are to be used towards the Technical Specification document for STI 1.1.
In this new revision (R01) the parameter DoNotTranscode has been made into a structure and its name has changed to doNotTranscode. The type of the Content-ID (cid) used to identify objects in a multipart has changed from String to anyURI, and a reference to RFC2392 has been added.
2 Summary of Contribution

The idea of the Do-Not-Transcode-Functionality-For-Multipart is to give the Application Platform the possibility to indicate to the Transcoding Platform to exclude one or more objects in a multipart message from transcoding (e.g. due to copyright reasons). This contribution implements this feature by the use of a doNotTranscode structure for enumerating the objects in the multipart that shall not be stranscoded.

3 Detailed Proposal

The table below is an excerpt from Table 7: Transcoding Parameters – Detailed Structure in the STI 1.0 Technical Specification.

Added to the table is the doNotTranscode structure and its corresponding parameter in the multipart structure. The doNotTranscode structure indicates which objects in a multipart message shall not be transcoded.

Example of usage:

An Application Platform sends a multipart message including five objects to a Transcoding Platform. The Application Platform wants three of the objects in the multipart message to undergo necessary transcoding, but wants to leave two of the objects, cid:image1.jpg and cid:image2.jpg untouched. The Application Platform indicates this by applying the doNotTranscode structure as below:
