6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following flow as a new sub section under Appendix D.1
D.1.x In-Application-Purchase Flow 1 (Built-In IAP Items)

1. The Application sends an IAP item info request to the Developer Support to request for the information of all IAP items which are available for the application. The ID of the application will be included in this request.
2. The Developer Support responses with the information of all IAP items which could be purchased in the Application.
3. The Application displays the information of available IAP items to the user. And upon user’s selection of the IAP items he/she wants to purchase, the Application sends an IAP purchase request to the Developer Support, within which the IDs of the selected IAP items are included.
4. Upon receiving the IAP purchase request, the Developer Support charges the user according to the information of request.
5. The Developer Support sends an IAP purchase response to Application, if the charging succeeded, to notify the Application of the charging result. A token will be included in this response and stored in the Application after received.
6. The purchased IAP items could be used in the Application with the token.
D.1.y In-Application-Purchase Flow 2 (Downloadable IAP Items)
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1. The Application sends an IAP item list request to the Application Server.
2. The Application Server responses with a list of available IAP item IDs.
3. The Application sends an IAP item info request to the Developer Support to request the detail information of a list of IAP items which are available for the application. The ID of the application and a list of IAP item IDs will be included in this request.
4. The Developer Support responses with the information of the IAP items indicated.
5. The Application displays the information of available IAP items to the user. And upon user’s selection of the IAP items he/she wants to purchase, the Application sends an IAP purchase request to the Developer Support, within which the IDs of the selected IAP items are included.
6. Upon receiving the IAP purchase request, the Developer Support charges the user according to the information of request.
7. The Developer Support sends an IAP purchase response to Application, if the charging succeeded, to notify the Application of the charging result. A token will be included in this response and stored in the Application after received.
8. The Application requests to download the IAP items, the token will be included in this request.
9. If the token is successfully verified, the Application Server responses IAP items to the Application.
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
