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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes the text of the application deletion operations and functions. 
Application deletion occurs between the Storefront and the Developer Support components, and also the Developer Support and the Developer’s Portal component, so the descriptive text is to be inserted to both of them, i.e. to the Section 8.1(of the Storefront) and 8.2. (of the Developer Support) , and to the Section 8.2. (of the Developer Support) and 8.5 (of the Developer’s Portal), respectively.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following text to Section 8.1.1.
8.1.1 Application Deletion
After trust is established between the Storefront and the Developer Support, the request from the TAS Client is defined as the Application Deletion Request message in section 9.1.2.1, which consists of a list of application IDs to be deleted and the reason why these applications are deleted.

If all the applications requested to be deleted is successfully processed, the Storefront sends Application Deletion Response message defined in section 9.1.2.2 back to the Developer Support, the status code SHOULD be success. If not, the status code SHOULD NOT be success.
Change 2:  Add the following text to Section 8.2.1.

8.1.2 Application Deletion
After trust is established between the Storefront and the Developer Support, the Developer Support can request  to delete some applications from the Storefront. To identify which  application(s) it intends to delete, the Developer Support SHALL provide the ID(s) of all of them and also the reason why these applications are deleted. Upon receiving this message, the Storefront SHALL  process the Application Deletion Response message considering all applications in it.

Change 3:  Add the following text to Section 8.5.
8.1.3 Application Deletion
After trust is established between the Developer’s Portal and the Developer Support, the Developer’s Portal can send applications to the Developer Support to request for deletion an application. The request from the Developer’s Portal  is defined as the Application Deletion Request message in section 9.1.2.1, which consists of the identification of  the application to be deleted and the reason why this application is deleted. 
If all the applications requested for deletion are successfully processed, the Developer Support sends the Application Deletion
Response message back to the developer’s Portal, the status code SHOULD be success. If not, the status code SHOULD NOT
be success, and the status code and error information SHOULD be included.
Besides, upon receiving the Application Deletion Request message, the Developer Support SHALL extract the applications ID, and  group the applications ID  based on same reason for deletion , and send the list of application IDs to be deleted to the Storefront  via the Application Deletion Response message defined in section 9.1.2.2. 
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
