Application Invalidation Notification occurs between the Storefront and the Developer Support components, so the descriptive text is to be inserted to both of them, i.e. to the section 8.1 (of the Storefront) and 8.2 (of the Developer Support).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following text to Section 8.1.1.
8.1.1 Application Invalidation Notification
After trust is established between the Storefront and the Developer Support, if there are some applications which were set to the  Invalidated state, the Storefront SHALL send a list of these invalidated applications to the Developer Support in  the Application Invalidation Notification  message defined in section 9.x.x, which consists of  number of Invalidated Application  in this list, a list of these invalidated application IDs, and corresponding 

reason for each application in the list why it’s  Invalidated , such as unsalable for a long time, expired, etc.
Change 2:  Add the following text to Section 8.2.1.
8.1.2 Application Invalidation Notification
After trust is established between the Storefront and the Developer Support, the Storefront can notify the Developer Support a  list of invalidated application on its Storefront via Application Invalidation Notification  message defined in section 9.x.x if the applications on the Storefront are unsalable for long time, expired , withdrawn by the Storefront, etc.

Upon receiving the message, the Developer Support SHALL send Application Invalidation Response message defined in section 9.x.x.x. Then the states of the applications in this list SHALL be shifted from online to offline, and the corresponding reason for each invalidated application  SHALL be record.
 If the procedure to set the applications in the list invalidated is successful, the status code in Application Invalidation Response message SHOULD be success. Otherwise, the status code SHOULD NOT be success, Status code and error information  SHALL be included.
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
