After trust is established between the Storefront and the TAS Client, the TAS Client can send an AppdownloadStatusReport  defined in section 9.2.14.1 to the Storefront to report  the download status of the application.

Upon receiving the message, the Storefront SHALL extract the applications ID and its download status, and is expected to reply with AppDownload Status Response defined in section 9.2.14.2

If the AppdownloadStatusReport is successfully delivered and received, the status code  in AppDownload Status Response SHOULD be success; Otherwise, the status code SHOULD be failure.
Change 2:  Add the following text to Section 8.4.
8.4.X  Application Download Status Report 

After trust is established between the Storefront and the TAS Client, the TAS Client can send a AppdownloadStatusReport  defined in section 9.2.14.1 to the Storefront to report  the download status of the application.
