6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add following text to Section 8.4 
 8.4.X User Activation
After trust is established between the Storefront and the TAS Client, the TAS Client can request the Storefront to activate user. To identify which user it intends to activate, the TAS Client SHALL provide the User-ID in the request. The request from the TAS Client is defined as the UserActivationRequest message in section 9.2.4.1, which consists of a User-ID and a TerminalInfo. The TerminalInfo consists of the User’s Terminal information, which includes the Hardware, the Operating System Type, etc.
The user activation response is expected to be sent back in a UserActivationResponse message. Upon receiving this message, the user is activated if the result of the UserActivationResponse is success.If the status code of the UserActivationResponse message is not success, the TAS Client SHOULD feedback the status code to the User.
Change 2:  Add following text to Section 8.1 
8.1.X User Activation
After trust is established between the Storefront and the TAS Client, the Storefront can activate user when TAS Client requests. The request from the TAS Client is defined as the UserActivationRequest message in section 9.2.4.1, which consists of a User-ID and a TerminalInfo. Upon receiving the message, the Storefront SHALL decide whether to activate the user or not, and send the result to the TAS Client via the UserActivationResponse message defined in section 9.2.4.2. 

If the user can be activated, the status code SHOULD be success. If not, the status code SHOULD NOT be success.
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
