To meet the requirements of Application Shopping Cart in Section 5.3.6, the Storefront is responsible for the management of application shopping cart list, which can assure users to purchase the applications they put in the shopping cart. The TAS Client should support to obtain the Shopping Cart information from the Storefront by means of browser. The TAS Client should also support to establish an interface between the TAS Client and the Storefront to create Application Shopping Cart List as optional.
