Depending on the nature of External storage systems, they may rely on UCD-2 and/or UCD-3 interface(s) to interact with UCD Enabler. It is up to Service Providers to define policies to control access to such interfaces from External storage systems.

Other OMA network-side enablers are external entities with respect to UCD Enabler that reside on the network and may be accessed in order to provide any relevant enabler functionalities. In particular, internal and/or backend functionalities of UCD Server may be realized through proprietary interfaces, or through such enablers. Examples of such enablers are CAB, SMS, MMS, SNeW, MobAd etc.

In addition, other OMA enablers can reuse UCD capabilities through UCD-3 interface. In that sense, they are considered as examples of UCD Enabled applications.
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
