7.x  Multipart Upload Operation
In this mode, client could upload the file by a series of small pieces respectively, and then tell the UCD server combined into an object. Advantages are as the following several aspects:
· Reduce the network transmission time
· In the poorer network connection, when the server is not stable, this mode can reduce repeated data
· Breakpoint continuingly function
· Some files size could not be determined before upload.
UCD server should give each piece of files an unique Upload ID, used to identify the Multipart Upload event. After the initialization, client can upload different file parts with object name and Upload ID, each part has its part number (from 1 to 10000). For each Upload ID, this number not only identifies this part of file, but also contains the information of relative position in the whole file. 
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
