6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Add in 7.1 and 7.2
7.1.X  File operations

7.1.X.X  Share a File
The UCD Client sends SharingFile request to the UCD Server including the user identifier, the file reference, the accessCode and optionally the expire time to the UCD Server and receives the response from the UCD Server with the result of the operation.

7.1.X.X  List FileSharing
The UCD Client sends ListFileSharing request to the UCD Server including the user identifier, the sortCriterion, the maxEntries and without cursor element for the first time and receives the response from the UCD Server with the result of the operation and the cursor if the list is not completed or with the complete list of files information without cursor.
If the cursor is received in the response message, the UCD Client sends a subsequent request with the cursor element to request the rest of files until no cursor is received.

7.1.X.X  DeleteFileSharing

The UCD Client sends the DeleteFileSharingRequest including the user identifier and the file share information and receives the response from the UCD Server about the result.
7.2.X File operations

7.2.X.X  Share a File
Upon receiving the SharingFileRequest, the UCD Server checks if the source file name already exists and the accessCode is correct.

If the source file name does not exist or the accessCode is incorrect, the UCD Server responds with the fail result.

If the expire time is not specified in the SharingFileRequest, the UCD server sets the correct time for ending sharing according to system implementation. 

7.2.X.X  List FileSharing
Upon receiving the ListFileSharing request, the UCD Server checks if there is cursor element in the request message.
If there is no cursor element, the UCD Server retrieves the files according to the information included in the ListFileSharing request element. The UCD Server responds with part of the list of file share information and the cursor value if the list is not completed, otherwise the UCD Server responds with all of the requested files information and without cursor if the list is completely sent. 

If there is cursor in the request message, the UCD Server responds with the next batch of the list starting from the cursor value and the new cursor value if the list is not complete, otherwise the UCD Server responds  with  the remaining entries of the list and without cursor if the list is completely sent.
7.2.X.X  DeleteFileSharing
When receiving the DeleteFileSharingRequest, the UCD Server responds with the DeleteFileSharingResponse including the result of the operation.
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
