7.2 Function Component Procedures

7.2.1 Procedures at UVE Client

7.2.1.1 UA Service Request

When UC user wants to use the UA service, UC SHALL send UA Service request message defined in section 7.1.1.1 to VMM to get the UA Service information. 
7.2.1.2 UA Service Response

When UC receives UA Service Response message defined in section 7.1.1.2, UC SHALL extract the UA information from the response message. If status code (200) is successful and there are more than one selected VMs, UC SHALL prompt the user to select one from the result. If status code (510) indicates that conditions user preferred can’t be satisfied, UC SHALL prompt the user to select one from the proposed VMs. 

UC SHALL connect to the VM according to the selected VM information. The protocol SHALL adopt ICA, RDP, PCoIP and other de facto virtual desktop transport standard protocol.  
7.2.2 Procedures at VMM

7.2.2.1 UA Service Request
When VMM receives UA Service Request message defined by section 7.1.1.1, VMM SHALL check whether the target UA is authorised to the user, if not, VMM SHALL return error response. Otherwise, VMM SHALL get the UA information, including VM IP address, virtual desktop transportation protocol, etc. VMM SHALL select the proper UA based on the received UA Service Request message. If successful, VMM SHALL return the status code (200) and UA information to UC, if user’s preference can not be satisfied, VMM SHALL return status code (510) and proposed UA information to UC. 
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
