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1 Reason for Change

In present market, there are several protocols for virtual desktop/app. which define the interface between client and virtual machine. Such as: ICA, RDP, PCoIP. 
In OMA UVE specification draft, it has defined two interfaces: UVE-3 and UVE-4. Functions of these two interfaces have been covered by the existing virtual desktop protocols. Those protocols have become de facto standards.  We suggest OMA UVE should weaken the definition of interface between virtual desktop client(UC) and virtual desktop server(VM), and adopt the de facto standards.

So we made some modifications to the draft. Please see the details.

· UVE Application Session request: After getting the selected VM in response to the initial request, UC will connect to the selected VM to establish an UVE application session, in which user actually starts using the application.
This interface SHALL use the existing de facto standard protocols, such as ICA, RDP, PCoIP, SPICE.
6.3.2.4    UVE-4

This interface is exposed by UC and used by VM to request the required Local Resources as per the requirements form UA.

This interface SHALL use the existing de facto standard protocols, such as ICA, RDP, PCoIP, SPICE.

7.1.3 UVE-3

When UC wants to use UVE service, UC SHALL use the following de facto virtual desktop transportation standard protocols as UVE-3 interface.
· ICA
· RDP

· PCoIP
· Other SDO’s virtual desktop transportation protocol specification
7.1.4 UVE-4

When VM wants to use the required Local Resources, VM SHALL use the following de facto virtual desktop transportation standard protocols as UVE-4 interface.

· ICA

· RDP
