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1 Reason for Change

This change-request proposes resolutions for issues A001, A007, A022, A030, A041, and A046 of the AD review of the Messaging Interworking AD.

It proposes to handle these issues in the following manner:

A001 – Add new bullet to bullet-list of section 1 describing the role of presence.

A007 – Add presence status to the list of decision inputs for target message service determination.

A022 – Rephrase sentence on IMS to make it more clear that IMS is not required for Messaging Interworking.

A030 and A046 – Rephrase section to make it more clear that Content & Header Transcoding logical entity provides two functions.

A041 – Replace all occurrences of the term “operator” with the more generic term “messaging service provider”.
R01 slightly rephrases the resolution of issue A022.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None. This is the initial version of the AD.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Issues A001, A022, and A041 - Change section 1 as follows:

This document presents an architecture that could be used to facilitate the interworking between different mobile messaging services.  This architecture is based on the analysis of the use-cases presented in the corresponding  Requirements Document.

The basic assumptions of this architecture include:

· The interworking between messaging services occurs only within a single messaging service provider at the receiving end of a message.

· The User Profile should indicate what messaging services the user is subscribed to, and the preferred messaging service to use to receive different types of messages, e.g. prefers to receive “voice” messages in his voicemail-box.

· The Presence status should indicate what messaging services the user is currently available on.

· Existence of a “canonical” address format that all messaging services can use to perform address resolution.

· There is a need for the architecture to be interoperable with the industry-accepted IMS/MMD architecture.

The proposed architecture is intended to identify additional enablers that may need specification by OMA, however, these should be covered by additional work-items that are accepted by the OMA-TP.

Change 2:  Issue A007 - Change section 5.3.1 as follows:

This logical entity is responsible for the transfer of a message between two messaging services.  The responsibilities of the MR include:

· Support definition of the workflow of the interworking between the messaging services.

· Identifying, based on the address-resolution, recipient user-profile, and presence status, the target messaging service.

· Conversion of the message format to the accepted format of the recipient messaging service

· Producing the proper billing records for the transfer to the target messaging service

Change 3:  Issues A030 and A046 - Change section 5.3.4 as follows:

This logical entity provides services of transcoding of:

· the content of a message.
· the format of a message (e.g. message envelope, message headers).
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
