1 Reason for Contribution

During the AD review of the Messaging Interworking AD an issue (issue A049) was raised that the AD did not make clear how errors coming from the destination messaging service were being handled by the architecture.

LogicaCMG believes that the issue is broader than just error handling, as a solution should be found for correct requesting and delivery of delivery notifications, cancellation of messages, and possibly other messaging options as well.

This input contribution proposes a solution for these issues.

2 Summary of Contribution

This IC proposes to extend the architecture of Messaging Interworking to also be able to handle features like requesting delivery notification, delivery of delivery notifications, cancellation of messages, etc. 

The proposal includes extending the definition of the IM1 interface to include possibilities to relay errors and other primitives than just message transfer. 

3 Detailed Proposal

LogicaCMG proposes to extend the capabilities of the IM1 interface to be able to transport additional primitives besides just transferring a message. These additional primitives then will be used to transfer delivery notifications, message-cancellation-requests, error-indications, etc back to the originating messaging server. The IM1 interface would then get all the characteristics that for instance a true interconnect protocol like MM4 has.

Adding these capabilities to the IM1 interface also requires the functionality of the Messaging Relay to be extended to be able to translate error indications, delivery notifications, etc to the correct format. Also, the Messaging Relay should have the functionality to relay delivery notifications from the destination messaging server to the originating messaging server.

When implementing this proposal, the current AD should be modified in the following manner:

· Section 5: Add the functionalities around error reporting, message-cancellation, delivery-notification, and possibly other functionalities to the bullet list.

· Section 5.3.1: Describe the Messaging Relay’s role in error reporting, cancellation of messages, relaying of delivery notifications, etc.

· Section 5.3.7: Modify description of the IM1 interface to include protocol options for error reporting, cancellation of messages, transport of delivery notifications, etc.

· Section 5.4: Update flows to include error reporting and delivery notifications.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
