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1 Overview

The Liaison Statement sent by 3GPP SA to OMA TP provided an update to CMMC work within 3GPP and requested OMA to review the proposed functionality in CMMC and evaluate which functionalities are being or are planned to be covered by OMA.  3GPP is requesting response from OMA which outlines estimated time frames for covered functionality in time for their 29 October meeting.
2 Proposal

The OMA TP thanks 3GPP SA for updating us on your Convergent Multimedia Conferencing (CMMC) work efforts.  
OMA agrees with 3GPP SA that duplicate work is unnecessary and should be avoided.

OMA reviewed 3GPP TR 22.948 V2.0.0 and appreciates the fact we have common interest.  However, considering OMA supports some features in current OMA enablers and started new work to support other features almost a year ago, we see significant overlap between CMMC and ongoing work within OMA.  We believe it is better for OMA to create service level specifications and appreciate any help from other organizations to fulfill market needs. Therefore, we feel the appropriate approach for interested companies is to participate in OMA’s enabler development process to ensure the outstanding CMMC features will be supported.
