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0. On MMS video enhancements 

3GPP SA4 have recently initiated work on MMS, PSS (Packet Switch Streaming) and MBMS (Multimedia Broadcast and Multicast System) that includes video enhancement aspects. The relevant Work Item objective is as follows:

The objective is to update video codec support of PSS, MMS and MBMS services in a consistent manner to improve video quality and simplify content preparation/adaptation, e.g. align MMS support to MTSI video codec support and improve PSS/MBMS video codec mandatory support with e.g. H.264.
Relevant CRs were agreed at our SA4#67 meeting. Since OMA is responsible for the MMS specifications, we thought you would like to be informed about the changes made. The relevant MMS codec CR is attached. The summary of change is as follows:
· H.264 (AVC) Constrained Baseline Profile Level 1.3 is made mandatory for MMS clients. 

· H.263 profile 0 level 45 is made recommended and indicated as the previous minimum mandatory video codec.

· H.264 (AVC) High Profile Level 3.1 is recommended for MMS clients supporting HDTV video content at a resolution of 1280x720 (720p) with progressive scan at 30 frames per second.

It is the intention of SA4 to replace current reference to H.264 High Profile (constrained to progressive scan) with a reference to the H.264 Progressive High Profile recently defined by MPEG once appropriate specifications are published.
