ETSI TC TCCE WG4 would like to thank OMA PCPS for a very constructive ad hoc joint working session on 27 August following the multiple SDO meeting hosted by OMA in Montreal.

We would like to offer a further joint meeting to go into more detail about PoC and PCPS, and the architecture that we envisage for a Critical Communications Application (CCA).

Whereas we understand the OMA PCPS working group is fully occupied bringing PCPS 1.0 to completion, because of the difficulties and timescales of planning travel etc, it would be advantageous to consider if a further joint meeting is possible at the end of next month.

TC TCCE WG4 has a meeting planned for 21-23 October 2014 hosted by Motorola Solutions Denmark A/S in Copenhagen, Denmark and we can offer this as a venue for a joint meeting, which could span up to two of the three planned days.  If Denmark is considered too far for travel by US based OMA members, we could consider moving this meeting to the USA provided a suitable venue can be found.  Alternatively we could arrange a teleconference, although Central European Time is 6 hours ahead of Eastern Standard Time, and 9 hours ahead of Pacific Time (the week is prior to the end of daylight saving time in both countries).
WG4 members would hope to have made some more studies of the existing PoC 2.1 protocols before the joint meeting, and would like to spend much of the time discussing areas of uncertainty.  We would also be happy to present more information on our current architecture work towards the CCA solution.  We would prepare a structured topics list in advance of any meeting.  We would also hope to discuss further cooperation in advance of any dedicated group established by 3GPP for further standardisation.

An agenda could contain subject such as:

· Overview of use cases and requirements from TCCE

· Overview of CCA architecture proposals

· Overview of PCPS 1.0 and aims for 2.0

· TCCE review of PoC as a basis for the CCA

· Organisation of further ad hoc sessions

Please advise if you would like to move forward in such a manner.
