Note: Retrieval from the network address book contact information previously removed from a device is scoped to retrieval of the entire Contact Entry removed, and NOT partially removed contact information.

Reason for change

This CR proposes to introduce ‘restore the last performed operation’ function into CAB V1.1. 

Beyond the original HLF-015 requirement for rollback ‘previous removed contact information’, it will be more useful to revoke a replaced/updated operation just performed to the original contact information, giving the CAB user a mechanism to rescue from an error.

It’s necessary to support this requirement in CAB V1.1.

1. The group needs to be clear the difference between Restore and Undo

A. Restore means CAB User wants to rollback the one of multiple versions what the user really wants.
i. Restore Operations 
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B. Undo means CAB User wants to rollback the version right before the current version. And it also implies multiple Undo operations can be requested by a CAB User 
i. Undo operations (proposed)
1. CAB User sends Undo request to rollback the version right before the current version of PCC
2. PCC App. Usage updates the target PCC to rollback the version what the CAB User wants undo.
3. When CAB User wants to undo again, repeat the step 1 and step 2.

Suresh) A little confused with the following phrase "...and SHALL remove all the change details stored in the Modification History Information Document associated with the E-Tag value specified by the <current-etag>....". Why do we clear Modification History information? By doing this the user is not able to restore again to some X version in the past right? Please clarify.

Gyubong) 

As specified in the section 6.2.6.5   XDM Restore, XDMS removes all the change details stored in the Modification History Information Document newer than the E-Tag value specified by the <back-to-etag> element of the XDCP Document and add an XDM restore XDCP operation as last XDM operation applied to the XDM Document when it receives XDCP Restore commands.

The reason why XDM removes the Modification History Information Document is to prevent duplicate restoring when there are the Modification History documents with the same E-tag values

Yes, as pointed out, the current XDM Restore doesn't support to restore again to some x version in the past once XDM Restore was done.

Change 1:  Edits to section 5.2.1.16
5.2.1.16 Restore
The PCC Application Usage SHALL support restore of a PCC Document as described in [XDM Core] sub-clause 6.2.6.5 “XDM Restore” with the following clarifications;

1. The PCC Application Usage SHALL restore the PCC Document to the version right before the current version based upon the <current-etag> element value and SHALL remove all the change details stored in the Modification History Information Document associated with the E-Tag value specified by the <current-etag> element of the XDCP Document and add an XDM restore XDCP operation as last XDM operation applied to the XDM Document if the <restore> element have a “type” attribute with the value set to “undo” to indicate the request is intended to perform undo operation.
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
