6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Introduction

The Evolution of telecommunications towards all-IP based networks, has aided the emergence of numerous innovative services. These services include linking peers and communities using an address book as a launch pad. The prevailing address books (such as device-resident, SIM-resident, service-dependent and ISP-offered) bring in an inconsistent user experiences and difficulty to manage or backup the contact information particularly when the users switch to a new device or have to manage the contacts information on multiple devices. Thus there is a need of single address book that could address these snags and improve the user experience. The Converged Address Book (CAB) Architecture, in compliance with “OMA Converged Address Book Requirements, meets users as well as operators needs in a converged marketplace. 

The CAB is a network-based contact repository which a user can use to store contact information, access this information anytime, anywhere and from any device, and synchronize this information with the information available in the device(s) possessed by a single user. The users can manage all their contact information across multiple platforms, e.g. web interface, internet-enabled phones, smart phones, PC email clients, etc to invoke communication or network facing activities. Thus CAB will not only enrich the users’ communication experience but also drive the enhanced communication as it will help the users focus on communication rather than worrying about back-up or compatibility issues. 

In addition to storage, synchronization, sharing and updating the CAB information whenever there is any effective change, CAB would also allow integration with other service enablers such as presence and location, thus more than just a master database, CAB will make available presence, location, device capability and communication preferences as an additional personal data about the user. 
In short CAB is not only an instrument to offer rich user experience for the users but at the same time it is a tool for the operators to drive revenue as is a true converged service enabler, capable of boosting converged communication usage, while protecting user privacy, respecting user preferences and meeting operational needs such as efficient usage of resources. 
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
