2 Summary of Contribution

The DS WG has reviewed the following contributions that are referenced by those slides:

This contribution provides DS’s feedback / analysis of the DS-related issues found in the above group of contributions.
The TP action item (TP-2008-A106) requests a “quick” analysis of the CAB architecture proposals.
3 Detailed Proposal
For synchronization requirements, we strongly recommend that DS is the most appropriate protocol for synchronization purpose, both technically and from the market point of view.
SyncML DS is widely deployed in the market. 

From our analysis, the actual deployment of Proposal D as shown seems especially risky, as most devices already have an implementation of OMA-DS, and it would be difficult to prevent the deployment of a device as one of the “legacy devices”, as well as a CAB device.
There are many specific features defined in DS protocol. The mechanisms are proved very useful during the service deployment in the past several years. For example, conflict resolution. Conflict resolution is an important feature for synchronization.
Also, we have a separate contribution which analyzed the CAB requirements. Reuse DS enabler can fulfil many CAB requirements, either partially or completely.
