5.4.1.1 CAB Server


· 
The CAB Server is a server entity that acts as the contact point for Converged Address Book stored in the network. It supports the following functions:
1) Converged Address Book Manager performs the following:

a) Performs mutual authentication with the CAB Clients;

b) Synchronizes with the CAB user’s terminals the Converged Address Book data resulting from one or more actions performed on the Converged Address Book data, by the CAB User on terminals;

c) Allows management (e.g. add/delete/update) of the Converged Address Book.  
These functionalities are based on DS Enabler [OMA DS].
2) Contact Subscription Function performs the following:
a) Contact Subscriptions on behalf of a CAB User, to the contacts selected by the CAB User;

b) Retrieves from the Shared Policy XDMS (Note X) the CAB user policy XML documents 
c) Retrieves from the CAB User Preference XDMS the CAB User preference XML documents (i.e. personalization preferences).
d) Apply the personalization preferences to the data received from Contact Subscription and store the resulting data in the CAB User’s Converged Address Book in the CAB Address Book XDMS;

e) Maintains status information about subscription and the contacts of the Converged Address Book in the Contact Status XDMS;
These functionalities are based on the on the XDM Enabler [OMA XDM].
3) Interworking Function provides the following:

a) Interworking capabilities between CAB and non-CAB systems for importing contact/s information in different Legacy Formats and yellow and white pages directories;
b) Provides format adaptation between CAB common format and Legacy Formats;

c) Allows data exchange with non-CAB based address book services.
Note X: Shared Policy XDMS or CAB Policy XDMS is for further study.
