Step1: The CAB Client makes a “Contact Search” request to the Aggregation/Search Proxy using Limited XQuery. The request is formulated based on the destination XML schema(s).
Step 2: Upon receiving the CAB Client request, the Search proxy routes the request to the appropriate destination which may include PCC XDMS, Address Book XDMS, or external directories. The destination source is indicated in the search request.
2a: If the search request is targeted towards CAB XDMS(s), the search proxy routes the request to the specific CAB XDMS(s).

2b. The CAB XDMS(s) returns with a response including the requested search results

2c: If the search request is targeted towards external directories, the search proxy routes the request to the CAB server which hosts the standard XML schema used for search towards external directories.
2d: The CAB Server returns with a response including the requested search results.
Note: The mapping and interactions between the search request based on the standard XML schema in the CAB Server and external directories will be resolved in the TS phase.
Step 3: The search responses from multiple data sources is aggregated and composed in the search proxy.

Step 4: The “Contact Search” response is sent back to the CAB Client which includes the list of results corresponding to the initial search request in Step1.
