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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses CAB AD review comments copied below.   The proposed solution is to follow the second alternative outlined in the comment -- indicate each XDMS in figure 1.  To be clear, the second alternative below states "Or, make them a component and indicate them on Figure 1 accordingly".  A modified Figure 1 is provided below.  

Secondly, while the word "Application Usage" is a proper term from IETF RFC 4825 ("application usage" refers to the structure and semantics of XCAP "XML documents"), the way the term is used in the current introduction of 5.3.1.4 is not particularly informative to readers (such as developers) less familiar with XDM.  Another edit is proposed to clarify the XDMS CAB databases are Application Usages in the RFC4825 and XDM Enabler context.  

Continuing, these "components" have functions in common (i.e., to all XDMS), and the last edit summarizes and consolidates these in one place, as opposed to repetitively reiterating in each specific XDMS section.  Exact functions of the XDMS documents (databases) can the be summarized in the specific XDMS "application usage" subsection.
