Contact Subscription Function Reuse of XDM Subscription Proxy
Figure 1 illustrates the CAB Server subscribing to a contact subscription list stored in the User Preference XDMS.  The XDM Subscription Proxy receives the subscription, retrieves the contact list, creates the (backend) subscription, and sends an initial notification to the CAB Server.  Later, a subscribed PCC changes, resulting in an XDM change notification to the Subscription Proxy and in turn to the CAB Server.  The CAB Server applies user preferences to the PCC in the notification from the XDM Subscription Proxy, updates the Address Book XDMS, and synchronizes with the CAB Client.
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Figure 1:  CAB Server Reuse of XDM Enabler Subscription Proxy 

1. The CAB Server sends resource list subscription to the XDM Subscription Proxy.  The list itself is assumed to be store in a CAB User's User Preference XDMS. 
2. The XDM Subscription Proxy retrieves the contact list from the User Preference XDMS
3. The User Preference XDMS responds with the list
4. The XDM Subscription Proxy creates a backend subscription for a user in the contact list.
5. The PCC of that user responds with an initial notification
6. The XDM Subscription Proxy responds with an initial notification to the CAB Server
7. The PCC of the subscribed contact is modified.   
8. The PCC XDMS sends an XDM change notification to the XDM Subscription Proxy.
9. The XDM Subscription Proxy sends an XDM change notification to the CAB Server.  
10. The CAB Server applies user preference rules to the PCC of the contact whose PCC has been just modified
11. The CAB Server writes the AB XDMS
12. The AB XDMS responds
13. The CAB Server synchronizes with the CAB Client. 
5.3.1.2 CAB Server

The CAB Server is a network entity, and SHALL support the following functions:

· Perform mutual authentication and synchronize the AB with CAB Client(s).  CAB Server uses the functionality exposed by OMA DS enabler [OMA DS].

· Contact Status function SHALL perform the following:

o Maintains the Contact Status information in AB XDMS 

· Contact Subscription Function performs the following:

· Generates Contact Subscriptions to the contacts’ PCC selected by the CAB User and which are retrieved from CAB User Preferences XDMS. Retrieves from the CAB User Preference XDMS the CAB User Preference XML documents (e.g. personalization preferences).

· Generates a subscription to a resource list of contacts' PCC using the Subscription Proxy of the XDM Enabler. 
· Applies the personalization preferences to the data received from Contact Subscription and store the resulting data in the CAB User’s AB in the AB XDMS;

The functionalities of Contact Subscription and XDM document management related to Contact Subscription Function are based on the on the XDM Enabler [OMA XDM].

· CAB Interworking Function SHALL support the following:

· Import contact(s) information from non-CAB systems into CAB, using the CAB User’s request retrieved from the CAB User Preferences XDMS (e.g. non-CAB address book systems related data).;
· Perform Contact Search towards External Directories, by acting as an XDMS and translating a CAB standard XML based search request into external search requests;

· Format adaptation between CAB standardized data structure and Legacy Formats;
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
