Comment: The NNI support in CAB AD needs clarification. Does the CAB AD address NNI or not? It appears that NNI aspects from XDM may be re-used, although it is not clear how this can be achieved without any intervention from CAB Server.

As indicated by the ADRR comments, it is unclear how the NNI aspects on certain CAB features are resolved in the current architecture using XDM NNI interfaces. Here are some examples:

1) When a CAB User makes a subscription request, the CAB Server on the User’s behalf subscribes to the other User’s PCC. Now if the other user’s PCC is in the remote domain, it is not clear how a remote XDMS is able to provide authorization if a reactive authorization from the remote CAB User is necessary.

2) Similarly, for Contact Share, the remote CAB Server should receive the contact share data prior to delivering it to the remote CAB User. It is unclear how this can be achieved with the current architecture.

Generally, it is recommended that CAB defines an NNI for CAB features and not entirely rely on the NNI of the reused enablers since all the logic for addressing the CAB functionality lies within the CAB Server.
