This is OMA-MWG-CAB-2009-0163R01-CR-XDM-Subscription-Proxy-reuse resubmitted as a TS flow.

The CAB Enabler should be able to use PAG Enabler functionalities. In particular, the CAB Server Contact Subscription Function should be able to use the XDM Subscription Proxy to request and receive aggregated XDM document change notifications of CAB User contacts' PCC.

Contact Subscription Function Reuse of XDM Enabler Subscription Proxy
Figure 1 illustrates the CAB Server subscribing to a contact subscription list contained in a subscription request from the CAB Server.  The XDM Subscription Proxy receives the subscription, creates backend subscriptions, and sends an initial notification to the CAB Server.  Later, a subscribed contact's PCC changes, which results in an XDM change notification to the Subscription Proxy, and in turn, another one to the CAB Server.  The CAB Server applies user preferences to the contact info in the notification, updates the Address Book XDMS, and synchronizes with the CAB Client.
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Figure 1:  CAB Server Reuse of XDM Enabler Subscription Proxy 

1. The CAB Server sends a subscription request to the XDM Subscription Proxy.  The list of contacts for which XDM change notifications is desired is included in the body of the SUBSCRIBE. 
2. The XDM Subscription Proxy creates backend subscriptions for the users contained in the list; for brevity, only one back end subscription is depicted in this example.
3. The PCC XDMS of that user responds with an initial notification
4. The XDM Subscription Proxy responds with an initial notification to the CAB Server
5. The PCC of the subscribed contact is modified.   
6. The PCC XDMS sends an XDM change notification to the XDM Subscription Proxy.
7. The XDM Subscription Proxy sends an XDM change notification to the CAB Server.  
8. The CAB Server applies user preference rules to the PCC of the contact whose PCC has been just modified
9. The CAB Server writes the AB XDMS
10. The AB XDMS responds
11. The CAB Server synchronizes with the CAB Client. 
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
