The AB Application Usage SHALL support search.  It SHALL be possible for a CAB User to search his AB for contacts based on the contact information, and the following rules apply:

The AB XDMS SHALL support a collection “org.openmobilealliance.cab-address-book/users/[XUI]/AB” as defined in [XDM_Core]. 

The basic XQuery expression [XDM_Core] supported by the AB XDMS for this Application Usage SHALL be as follows:

xquery version "1.0";

declare default element namespace "urn:oma:xml:xdm:converged-address-book";

for $g in collection(org.openmobilealliance.cab-address-book/users/[XUI]/AB)/address-book /contact

where [Condition]
return <contact>{$g/@uri} {$g/display-name} </contact> 

where:

[Condition] represents a logical expression defined by XDMC. It MAY include any combination of elements/attributes from the AB document.

Example of the Condition:

($g/name="David")and($g/group="Friends")

The PCC XDMS SHALL support a collection “org.openmobilealliance.cab-pcc/users/” as defined in [XDM_Core]. 

The basic XQuery expression [XDM_Core] supported by the PCC XDMS for this Application Usage SHALL be as follows:

xquery version "1.0";

declare default element namespace "urn:oma:xml:xdm:converged-address-book";

for $g in collection(org.openmobilealliance.cab-pcc/users/)/personal-contact-card

where [Condition]
return <personal-contact-card>{$g/@uri} {$g/name} </personal-contact-card> 

where:

[Condition] represents a logical expression defined by XDMC. It MAY include any combination of elements/attributes from the User Profile document.

Example of the Condition:

($g/name="David")and($g/address/country=”KR”)
