C.3    Reactive authorization

The reactive authorization flows describe the behaviour of the CAB Enabler in the cases where requests towards a CAB User’s data cannot be resolved by the system without CAB User’s intervention. 

The flow is part of the Contact Subscription and Contact Share flows and reflects the cases where a request cannot be processed by CAB Enabler based on the existing Access Permissions of the PCC or AB documents, but needs CAB User’s decision. 
User A is the originating CAB User that performs the request,
User B is the receiving CAB User that owns the data towards which the request was made.

The example flow below uses the Contact Subscription request as context.
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Description of steps:

1- The Contact Subscription function of the CAB Server (CAB User A side) initiates the Contact Subscription request to the PCC document of the CAB User B, as a SIP SUBSCRIBE described in the [OMA XDM]. 

2- The request is received by the PCC XDMS of CAB User B through the SIP/IP Core of the XDM Enabler.
3- The PCC XDMS of CAB User B performs the authorization checks on the CAB User A and no Access Permission regarding the CAB User A is found.

4- The request for subscription to the PCC XML document is stored by the PCC XDMS (of CAB User B) in the PCC History document as unsuccessful.

4.1 – The PCC XDMS (CAB User B) informs the CAB User B of a change in the PCC History document. A subscription from the CAB User B to his/her own PCC XML History document is assumed to be in place.

5- PCC XDMS replies with a SIP NOTIFY as per [OMA XDM] containing the status ‘pending’ of the subscription.

6- The Contact Subscription function of the CAB Server (CAB User A) receives the SIP Notify response and the subscription status ‘pending’ through the SIP/IP Core (of the XDM Enabler).

In general, a reactive authorization flow is depicted below:
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An existing subscription to all CAB User B documents contained in the PCC XDMS is assumed to exist.
