5.3    CAB User Preferences

5.3.1     CAB User Preference Application Usage
5.3.1 1        Structure

The CAB user preference document SHALL conform to the structure described in this subclause. The schema definition is provided in subclause 5.3.1.3 “XML Schema”.

The <cab-user-preferences> element: 

a) SHALL include a “uri” attribute representing the identity of the CAB User;

b) MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility;

c) MAY include a <auto-synchronize-ab> element indicating whether the AB is synchronized automatically;

d) MAY include a <send-notification-to-new-contact> element indicating whether to send a notification to a new contact  when the CAB User adds the new contact in his AB;
e) MAY include a <notify-when-become-contact> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User when another CAB User adds the CAB User in his AB;
f) MAY include a <notify-when-contact-becomes-cab-user> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User when a contact in AB, who was a non-CAB user, becomes a CAB User;
g) MAY include a <status-information-list> element (see below);
h) MAY include a <notify-when-receive-contact-subscription> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User for incoming contact subscription request;
i) MAY include a <notify-when-receive-change-notification> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User when information resulting from Contact Subscription is received;
j) MAY include a <auto-update-with-change-notification> element indicating whether the AB is synchronized automatically when information resulting from Contact Subscription is received;
k) MAY include a <subscription-list> element (see below);
l) MAY include a <change-notification-filtering-rules> element (see below);
m) MAY include a <interworking-list> element (see below);
n) MAY include a <enable-ab-history> element indicating whether to store the information about the operations performed on the CAB User’s AB XML document.
The <status-information-list> element SHALL be composed of a list of elements, each of which represents status information to be provided to the CAB User.
The <subscription-list> element SHALL be composed of a list of elements, each of which represents the identity of another CAB User whose contact information the CAB User is subscribed to.
The <change-notification-filtering-rules> element SHALL be composed of a list of elements, each of which represents a rule to filter information resulting from Contact Subscription.
The <interworking-list> element SHALL be composed of a list of elements, each of which represents information for interworking with a non-CAB system or application.
