1 Reason for Change

To fulfil CAB-2009-A039 (to clarify the requirements related to delivery report in CAB RD and bring a CR if required in CAB RD).

Delivery report for Contact Share is not stated in the current RD.  Therefore a new requirement is added for clarification.
R01 Change: The text is reworded.
R02 Change: The text is reworded to reflect the following discussion in the reflector.
List of cases:

1. Contact Share request is NOT delivered to the target domain.
A. The target user does not exist.

B. Prohibited by the originating service provider policy.

C. Network error.

2. Contact Share request is delivered to the target domain.

A. Contact Share is rejected according to the target user’s policy / preference.

B. Contact Share is silently ignored according to the target user’s policy / preference.

C. Contact Share is rejected according to the terminating service provider policy.

D. Contact Share is silently ignored according to the terminating service provider policy.

E. Contact Share is automatically incorporated into AB according to the target user’s policy / preference.

2.F.ii.3.A – failure (The entity in the terminating domain (AB XDMS?) initiates when it gives up.)

2.F.ii.3.B (both i and ii) – success (The entity in the terminating domain (AB XDMS?) initiates when it receives ack for successful transmission to the client.)

2.G.i (both 1 and 2) – failure (The entity in the terminating domain (AB XDMS?) initiates when it gives up.)

2.G.ii (both 1 and 2) – success (The entity in the terminating domain (AB XDMS?) initiates when it receives ack for successful transmission to the client.)
