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1 Reason for Change

CAB Server will maintain Contact Status of a CAB User for changing on his/her subscribed PCC. Because CAB enabler allows a CAB User to publish his/her PCC filtered by own Contact View, so published PCC changing will include changing both on PCC and Contact View.

This CR introduces the process of maintain Contact Status for subscribed PCC changing. It will be described in processes for CAB client manage the CAB User’s PCC and the CAB User’s Contact Views separately.

5.5.2.1 Changing on subscribed PCC
CAB Server will maintain the Contact Status for changing on subscribed PCC documents stored in network side. Detail process should be as described below:

Step 0:
CAB client is provisioned with the PCC document or retrieve it from CAB XDMS.

Step 1: 
CAB User had modifies his/her PCC document and CAB client uploads the modified PCC document to CAB XDMS.

Step 2: 
After updated with the new PCC document, CAB XDMS will notify with Contact Status functionality in this CAB Server of the CAB User for the changing on its PCC.

Step 3: 
CAB XDMS will also notify all subscribers for the changing on this PCC document.

Step 4: 
The CAB Server of each subscriber will update its Contact Status function with the incoming notification.

Step 5: 
When there is someone visit this CAB User’s published PCC.

Step 6: 
CAB XDMS will retrieve with this PCC document and filter with related Contact View.

Step 7:
CAB XDMS responds to delivery visitor with published content of the changed PCC.

5.5.2.2 Changing on Contact View of subscribed PCC
CAB Server will maintain the Contact Status for changing on Contact View documents of subscribed PCC stored in network side. Detail process should be as described below:

Step 0:
CAB client is provisioned with Contact View template or retrieve one from CAB XDMS.

Step 1: 
CAB User modifies the XML document of Contact View with some fields (i.e. contact information, access permission, and etc.) and CAB client uploads the modified XML document of Contact View to CAB XDMS.

Step 2: 
After updated with the modified Contact View, CAB XDMS will notify with Contact Status functionality in CAB Server of this CAB User for the changing on this Contact View.

Step 3: 
CAB XDMS will also notify related subscribers for the changing on this CAB User’s PCC according to this Contact View.

Step 4: 
The CAB Server of each notified subscriber will update its Contact Status function with the incoming notification.

Step 5: 
When there is someone visit this CAB User’s PCC.

Step 6: 
The CAB XDMS will retrieve with the PCC of visited CAB User, and filter with related Contact View.

Step 7:
CAB XDMS responds to delivery Published content of the PCC accordingly.
