5. Procedures at CAB Server
The CAB Server SHALL support the procedures described in the following sub clauses.
5.1 AB Synchronization Function 

5.2 Contact Subscription Function 
5.3 Contact Share Function 
The Contact Share function is responsible for handling CAB User’s Contact Share requests, invoking corresponding messaging actions, and managing incoming CAB User’s Contact Share data.
The Contact Share function SHALL support retrieval of contact share requests stored in the CAB XDMS [CAB XDMS]. This is accomplished either by document management operations or subscribing to changes to XML document containing the contact share requests in CAB XDMS [CAB XDMS]. The retrieval is performed via the Trusted XDMC (see sub clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC”).

Upon retrieving the contact share requests, the Contact Share function

a. SHALL determine the recipient type (i.e. whether the recipient is a CAB or a non-CAB User);
b. SHALL retrieve appropriate data from CAB User’s PCC and/or AB XDMS based on the data type indicated in the request;
c. When applicable, SHALL convert the data to be shared to a Legacy Format via the Interworking Function (see sub clause 5.4 “Interworking Function”).

d. SHALL deliver the Contact Share data to target recipients.
