Step 2. PCC XDMS notifies this changed PCC data to SIP/IP core using SIP NOTIFY method.
Step 3. SIP/IP core notifies this changed PCC data to Subscription Proxy in XDM Enabler using SIP NOTIFY method.
Step 4. Subscription Proxy aggregates multi notifications.
Step 5. Subscription Proxy sends multi-notification to SIP/IP core using SIP NOTIFY method.
Step 6. SIP/IP core sends multi-notification to Subscription function module in CAB server.
Step 7. Subscription function module gets Subscriber’s CAB user preferences using HTTP GET method.
Step 8. Subscription function module treats the changed PCC data, associates Subscriber’s CAB user preferences with Subscribed user’s PCC changed data, and signs this PCC data with “Subscribed”.
Step 9. Subscription function module updates the changed PCC data to Subscriber’s Address Book XDMS after SF treatment using HTTP PUT method.
