For HLF-012, if CAB enabler only notifies CAB User B about his/her contact information added into the AB of CAB User A, it implied later CAB User A has to apply separated subscription to the PCC of CAB User B for future updating.
For HLF-013, when one user A changes from non-CAB user into CAB User, there are two ways to notify his/her CAB contact base on user’s preference. One way is to search by his/her non-CAB ID among any contact information of every Contact Entry of all CAB Users in the domain to locate CAB Users with matched non-CAB ID in one times, it may consume lot of system resource and return someone never known. The other way is just to search by his/her non-CAB ID within the Contact Entries of specified CAB Users ever known, then let all known CAB contact aware about his/her changing into CAB User.
In fact, these two requirements can be combined to implement in a simple way by reutilizing subscription mechanism, which means the CAB User is in deed notified for his/her contact information added into another’s CAB AB while the other CAB User input contact information per known CAB contact. This approach can save time without define any new mechanism.
This CR had followed the suggestion in INP0346 and inherited the content of CR0279 to move proposed flow into appendix.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add subsection into appendix C.4

C.4 flow for subscribing contact added into AB

When a CAB User (CAB User A) adds contact information of a contact (CAB User B) into his/her CAB AB, CAB enabler SHALL respond as below process:

Step 1: CAB User (CAB User A) inputs contact information of a contact (CAB User B) on his/her CAB client.

Note: Although the CAB client SHALL check with the CAB User for additional contact information, such as:

a: if the CAB User is ever known by old contact information to his/her contact (CAB User B), then the CAB User  should indicate a field in his/her PCC with the old contact information;

b: inquiry about anything for prompt;

it is out of scope of CAB TS because thus operation will be taken internal client.

Step 2: the CAB client SHALL synchronize the contact information with CAB server, and the additional contact information, such as old contact information or anything for prompt, should be carried to CAB server in case existing.
Step 3: the CAB Server SHALL add the new contact information into the AB of the CAB User.

Step 4: if there is not any CAB contact information among the contact information of the contact, go to step 8; otherwise CAB server SHALL check with preference of the CAB User (CAB User A) for automatic subscription.

Editor note: the preference for automatic subscription is FFS.
Step 5: in case ‘prefer automatic subscription’, CAB server SHALL request for the CAB User (CAB User A) to subscribe to the contact’s (CAB User B) PCC to indicate about that the CAB User (CAB User A) is adding the contact information into his/her AB. The subscription request SHALL carry the additional contact information in case existing.

Step 6: the CAB Server SHALL update with its Contact Status Functionality for this subscription request.

Step 7: the CAB Server SHALL update Contact Status with the responding from the contact.

Step 8: the CAB Server SHALL alert with devices of the CAB User for AB update.
