Identify priority items that must be specified in CAB 1.0.
WG requested additional clarity on high priority areas.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following areas are considered high priority for the CAB 1.0 enabler and MUST be addressed.   
· PCC and AB XML structure
Goal - Specify a PCC/AB XML structure based on 0311R03
· NNI exchange of PCC 
Goal - CAB to CAB exchange of PCC information (MUST support subscription and PCC update exchange)
· Contact Share of PCC and/or AB contact information 
Goal – CAB to CAB/Non-CAB exchange of PCC/AB contact information
· Reactive authorization for both PCC and AB (subscription, share and import operation) 
Goal - CAB User MUST be able to view/modify inbound PCC or AB information before it is incorporated into their AB XDMS (user interaction for conflict resolution)
Goal - CAB User MUST be able to accept or deny inbound PCC subscription requests (reactive authorization)
· PCC Publication and Subscription 
Goal – A CAB User MUST have the ability to manage their PCC information and Contact Views 
Goal – A CAB User MUST have the ability to manage (inbound: authorize/de-authorize subscriptions - and outbound: subscribe/un-subscribe) subscriptions
· PCC authorization/access rules 
Goal – A CAB User MUST have the ability to manage authorization/access to their PCC information
· PCC/AB Search 
Goal – A CAB User MUST have the ability to search for available PCC information 
Goal – A CAB User MUST have the ability to search their own AB/external directory information
· Multi device support 
Goal – A CAB User MUST have the ability to manage multiple device preferences 
· 
· Syncing the CAB format 
Goal – An endpoint MUST have the ability to sync using the CAB format
· Contact Status
Goal – A mechanism MUST exist to exchange Contact Status information between the network and end device(s)
· Sync via vCard
Goal – specify vCard mapping to CAB format (and vice-versa) and other procedures as needed.
‘SHALL’ or ‘MAY’ for all these features in the priority list shall be aligned with CAB RD.  This list does not specify any order of priority, all listed features above have equal priority.

All remaining features/functions will be addressed on an as time allows basis.
