1 Reason for Change

This CR fulfils the CAB-HLF-015 requirement.

	CAB-HLF-015
	The CAB Enabler SHALL allow a CAB User to retrieve from the network contact information that was previously removed from the device.

The solution is based on OMA DS copy, delete, move commands, whereby the client can copy the content of a data store to another one.  The CAB Server has to maintain a backup data store, e.g. “waste-basket”.  The client does not have to keep a backup data store locally because it can soft delete it completely and just relies on the server copy.

For example, when user requests its CAB client to delete Carole CAB record, the client performs first a OMA DS copy to the CAB server backup data store and then delete Carole record from the CAB server main data store.

Later if the user wants to get back Carole deleted record, the CAB Client retrieves it from the backup data store to put it back in the CAB Server main data store and on the device.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following text to section 5.1 (CAB Server) side

5.1 AB Synchronization Function

……

The CAB restore function allows a CAB Server to restore any of deleted contact information from the history document.  The restore function is divided into two operations, contact delete and contact restore.  

1. Delete operation:

a. The CAB Server SHALL maintains an awareness of history document for each CAB User with <Contact Status> = “Deleted”.  
b. When receiving a OMA DS “Delete” command with <Contact Status> not equal to “Deleted” of contact, the CAB Server :
i. SHALL set the <Contact Status> to “Deleted” of the contact.
ii. SHALL delete contact information from CAB User address book repository;
iii. The CAB Server SHALL uses Trusted XDMC (see sub-clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC” to manage of changes in AB XDMS, after a successful synchronization between CAB Server and CAB Client.
c. When receiving a OMA DS “Delete” command with <Contact Status> equal to “Deleted” of  contact, the CAB Server:

i. SHALL delete contact information from CAB User address book repository;
ii. The CAB Server SHALL uses Trusted XDMC (see sub-clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC” to manage of changes in AB XDMS, after a successful synchronization between CAB Server and CAB Client.
2. Restore operation:
a. When receiving a OMA DS “Add” command with <Contact Status> = “Deleted” of the contact, the CAB Server:

i. SHALL add the contact to the “local-address-book” and set the <Contact Status> = “Normal”

ii. The CAB Server SHALL uses Trusted XDMC (see sub-clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC” to manage of changes in AB XDMS, after a successful synchronization between CAB Server and CAB Client.
Change 2:  Add the following text to section 6.4 (CAB Client) side
6.4
Address Book Management and Synchronization
……
The CAB restore function allows a CAB Client to restore any of deleted contact information towards an address book repository from an “history document”.  The restore function is divided into two operations, contact information delete and contact information restore.  

1. Delete operation:

b. CAB Client MAY performs an OMA DS “Delete” command with <Contact Status> not equal to “Deleted” of the contact.

c. CAB Client MAY performs an OMA DS “Delete” command with <Contact Status> equal to “Deleted” of the contact

2. Restore operation:
d. CAB Client SHALL performs an OMA DS “Get” command with <Contact Status> = “Deleted” 
e. CAB Client SHALL performs an OMA DS “Add” command of the deleted contact to “local-address-book” and <Contact Status> = “Normal”.
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
