2 Summary of Contribution

Response to close the above action item that has been assigned to the author.  
3 Detailed Proposal

A CAB User utilizes his/her PCC document to publish and share contact card information that other CAB users may wish to access, receive, and/or include in their CAB AB.  The level of information available to another CAB User depends on PCC contact view information. 
The <group_details> element contains by reference one or more person-details related information that defines a group of users. CR 0142R01 provides the <group_details> element with a display name, group name, list of members (URI references) and other data common to the group. 
The main text from CR 142R01 that defines <group_details> is: 
1) A <group_details> element is as follows and MAY include a ‘id’ attribute:
a) MAY include a <display_name> element, containing the display name.

b) MAY include a <group_name> element, indicating the name of the group.
c) MAY include a <group_members> element containing one or more <member> child elements, each of which identifies person related information.  Each <member> child element MAY include ‘pref’ attribute.
d) MAY include a  <comm_addr> element containing communication addresses (see <person_details> element as specified above for the structure of this element). 
e) MAY include zero or one <media> element(s) (see <person_details> element as specified above for the structure of this element). 
f) MAY include a <web resources> element (see <person_details> element as specified above for the structure of this element). 
g) MAY include a <keys> element (see <person_details> element as specified above for the structure of this element). 
CR 142R01 contains data semantics.  
Note that in the above revision text, the child element <member> plays a similar role as in vCard 4.0;  please refer to Section "6.6.5. MEMBER" of draft-ietf-vcarddav-vcardrev-10.  
In summary, a CAB User may wish to publish and/or share a group of person-details related information along with common data applicable to the group, such as media, communication addresses, and so forth.  Other CAB Users may wish to find and access the <group_details>, receive the <group_details> information, and include into their AB, as permitted according to PCC access permissions.
