Currently, CAB User Preferences XML document does not defined user preference of Contact Share, Contact Import, Contact-Added features, when the data come to the CAB Server.  CAB User Preferences XML document only defines Contact Subscription <contact-subscription-update>. Since Contact Import, Contact Share and Contact-Added are independent feature from user perspective, it recommended that each of these feature has it own user preference. The concept should be similar to the <contact-subscription-update>, with the assumption that each of these features has it own application usage id.
