· Restore needs to handle the restored target document for PCC restore.

· Modification History needs to store the detailed information which occurred in the document
· Modification History document can store the following information
1. E-Tags of each document versions, type of operation, who performed the operation etc.

2. Optionally the User can choose to store the details of the operations - Basically it contains the patch information.

· Restoring can be viewed as follows from the client side  
· Restoring to one of the previous version of the document
· This can be achieved by making use of XDCP Restore command providing the E-Tag of the older version
· The changes made in the document(the latest versions)  after the restored version(older version)  is lost since the document is restored to previous version
· The E-Tag assigned to the restored version will be a new E-Tag and the user may go back to E-Tag2 or E-Tag 3 if he wants.
· Restoring some of the previously deleted contacts
· In this case, the CAB client can make use of the patch details stored in the Modification History document and create the XCAP PUT operation accordingly.

· For this operation, the CAB client should set a preference in the XDM Preferences document to record the change details in the Modification History document.

The PCC Application Usage SHALL support a Modification History Information Document as described in [OMA XDM Core] section “Modification History Information Document” for a PCC document.

The PCC Application Usage SHALL support a Request History Information Document as described in [OMA XDM Core] section “Request History Information Document” for a PCC Document.

5.2.1.15 Forwarding

The PCC Application Usage SHALL support forwarding of a PCC Document as described in [CAB TS]. The PCC Application Usage SHALL support forwarding of a complete stored PCC or forwarding of a PCC Document with one or more <pcc> elements included selected from a stored PCC Document.
Editor’s Note:  This section is dependent on the resolution of end to end Contact Share, especially the receiving side.
5.2.1.16 Restore
The PCC Application Usage SHALL support a restore of a PCC Document as described in [OMA XDM Core] section “XDM Restore”.
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
