In case the calendar type is included in the following list, the attribute SHOULD take a value from the list: Akan, Assyrian, Armenian, Aztec, Babylonian, Bahá'í, Bengali, Berber, Bikram Savat, Buddhist, Burmese, Byzantine, Celtic, Chinese, Coptic, Egyptian, Ethiopian, French Republican, Germanic, Hebrew, Hellenic, Hindu, Igbo, Inca, Indian, Iranian, Irish, Islamic, Japanese, Javanese, Juche, Julian, Korean, Kurdish, Lithuanian, Malayalam, Maya, Minguo, Nanakshahi, Nepal Sambat, Pawukon, Pentecontad, Rapa Nui, Roman, Soviet, Tamil, Tibetan, Thai, Vietnamese, Xhosa, Yoruba. 
Otherwise, the attribute value is set as the name of calendar type in a text form. 
If the attribute is not present, the calendar type is assumed  to be Gregorian.

2) a <birth-place> element, containing the user’s birthplace.
