Comment: Personalization Rules is mentioned couple of time in the TS, and we also have requirement for it, but it is not described to stage 3 level.

Proposed Change: Define how it works. As for example, there can be a tree under in User Preference XDMS for personalization. So that, management of personalization rules would be one sub-section under 6.2.

We can keep it simple, but still useful, to enable a user only to personalize name or display name of any entry of her address book. Following is an example personalization rule XML document:

<personalization-rules id=”XUI of the owner of rule”>
  <rule XUI=”XUI of an entry in AB”>
    <display-name>Mum</display-name>
  </rule>
  <rule XUI=”XUI of another entry in AB”>
    <display-name>Boom</display-name>
  </rule>
</personalization-rule>

Here, id attribute identifies the owner of AB or these rules, and XUI attribute identify the entry of her AB whose information is personalized. Child element (i.e., <display-name> here in both the cases) under <rule> element indicate what AB property being personalized, while the value of the child element indicates the personalized value.

Fragments of XML documents can be protected via access permissions: The AB owner can modify the fragments by syncing with CAB Server, but the fragments are not modified by Contact Import, Contact Subscription updates, etc.
In this CR we propose to add an identifier to AB Synchronization Function that enables it to have write permission. The other functions in the CAB server without this identifier will not have write access, and hence, cannot overwrite the personalized data.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update Section 5.5 XDM Agent 
5.5 XDM Agent
The XDM Agent acts as a supporting entity to other CAB Server functions and supports interactions (i.e. document management operations, subscriptions/notifications, history access, forwarding) with CAB Application Usages [CAB XDMS]. The document management operation supported for PCC XDMS is limited to read-only.
In case the XDM Agent access AB XDMS for AB Synchronization Function, the identity (XUI) of the CAB User SHALL be used.   In the other cases, the XDM Agent SHALL use XUIs assigned to each functions of CAB Server (e.g., Contact Subscription function, Interworking function), which SHALL be different from XUIs of CAB Users.
Note: CAB User can personalize part of AB (e.g., displayname of a Contact Entry) by allowing only his/her own XUI to modify it.
Note: CAB Server needs to be implemented with extra caution so that functions in CAB Server does not access data of other  user.
The XDM Agent SHALL support the following procedures as described in [OMA XDM Core] subclause 6.1 “Procedures at the XDMC and the XDM Agent”:

1. Procedures of document management of CAB XML documents [CAB XDMS] based on subclause “6.1.1 Document Management” from [OMA XDM Core].

2. Procedures of subscription to changes in CAB XML documents [CAB XDMS] as described in subclause “6.1.2 Subscribing to changes in the XML documents” with the exception of subclause “6.1.2.1.2 XDMC” as described in [OMA XDM Core].

Procedures for forwarding and history access will be added when XDM 2.1 TS will describe them.

The XDM Agent SHALL support the Application Usages specified in [CAB XDMS].
Change 2:  Remove old text mentioning AB personalization in 5.2.
5.2   Contact Subscription Function 
The Contact Subscription function is responsible for handling CAB User’s subscription requests towards other CAB Users and data resulting from Contact Subscription updates,.

The Contact Subscription SHALL use XDM Agent (see sub-clause 5.5 “XDM Agent”) to retrieve the list of contacts (through either XCAP GET or SIP SUBSCRIBE/NOTIFY to the CAB User preferences XML document) to which it must establish Contact Subscription(s), from the CAB User Preference Application Usage, with the following clarifications:

1) SHALL use  auid “org.openmobilealliance.cab-user-prefs”.
2) SHALL obtain the value of the <XUI> elements included in entries of the <subscription-list> element, from the CAB User Preference XML document [CAB XDMS].
3) SHALL use the value of the <XUI> elements to create PCC subscription request(s) directly to the PCC XDMS or via Subscription Proxy as described in [OMA XDM Core].

If a <filter-set> element per [RFC4661] is associated with an <XUI> and if the Contact Subscription Function supports the MIME type "application/simple-filter+xml, then the Contact Subscription Function SHALL include the <filter-set> element in a MIME type "application/simple-filter+xml" [RFC4661] in the SIP SUBSCRIBE, in accordance with XDMC document change subscription procedures for an XDM Agent in Section "6.1.2 Subscribing to Changes in the XDM Resources" [OMA XDM Core].  

When the XDMC changes a <filter-set> element in an <entry>, the Contact Subscription Function SHALL restart the backend SIP subscription.

The Contact Subscription SHALL use XDM Agent, (see sub-clause 5.5 “XDM Agent”), to generate subscription request(s) (via SIP SUBSCRIBE) towards the PCC XDMS(s) [CAB XDMS] of each of the contact(s) retrieved from <subscription-list>. These subscriptions SHALL be done directly to the PCC XDMS or via Subscription Proxy as described in [OMA XDM Core].

Upon receiving an incoming notification for a contact’s PCC update from a PCC XDMS (via SIP NOTIFY), the Contact Subscription function:

1) SHALL use <contact-subscription-update> element from CAB User’s preference XML document [CAB XDMS] to identify how to process the incoming update, as follows:
a) When <contact-subscription-update> element is “true”, Contact Subscription function SHALL apply access permission rules and update AB XML document in [CAB XDMS] with the resulting changes.

Change 3:  Remove old text mentioning AB personalization in C.6.2.
C.6.2   Address Book Modifications from Network
Figure 6 depicts a network originated address book modifications flow e.g. when there is a change to the user address book that occurred in the network. The flow assumes that the local and network address books were  up-to-date prior to the network modifications.  
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Figure 6 :  Address Book Modifications from Network

1. The CAB Server receives a notification that may require a change to the user's AB in the network (e.g., receives a SIP NOTIFY request from an XDM Subscription Proxy or PCC XDMS of the Published Contact Card, based on an active subscription, change from multiple devices).

2. The CAB Server analyzes the changes found in the notifications.
3. The CAB Server updates the AB XDMS.
4. The AB XDMS applies access permission rules, updates AB document, and acknowledges the update.
5. The CAB Server sends an alert to CAB Client to indicate changes occurred in the CAB User’s network address book. 
Following this, the CAB Client may initiate synchronization as described in C6.1. 
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
