5.1 Address Book

5.1.1 AB Application Usage

5.2.1.1 Structure
The Address Book SHALL conform to the structure described in this sub-clause. The schema definition is provided in sub-clause 5.1.1.3 “XML Schema”.
The <address-book> element:

1. MAY contain one or more <contact> elements, each element indicating a Contact Entry.

Each <contact> element, if the contact that the element represents is a CAB User, SHALL have a ‘cab-xui’ attribute indicating the CAB XUI of the contact. Each <contact> element:

a) SHALL include one or more child elements of the <pcc> as defined in sub-clause 5.2.1.1

b) MAY contain a <contact-status> element, which contains one or more of the following child elements:

i one <contact-type> element indicating whether the contact is a CAB or non-CAB user;

ii one  <contact-subscription-status> element, indicating the outgoing subscription status for this contact;

iii one <contact-source> element, indicating the latest source from which the contact data was obtained or updated.
