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1 Reason for Change

During the Toronto interim, there were two preferable options to apply CAB User Preference.
- Option A: in User Pref, a profile is defined, In UPP, the profile is tied to device ID.
- Option D: both user profile and device id are given in the user pref. if UPP is used, only profile id is valid, the connection to device id is done in UPP. If UPP is not used, the device ID is valid and shall be used.

For option D, the user keeps the mind that he/she has two same device id: the one is the device id(=”aaaa”) in CAB User Preference XDMS, and the other one is the same device id(=”aaaa”) in UPP Directory XDMS.
Moreover, when  the user adds more device id(=”cccc”) in UPP Directory XDMS, the author is curious whether or not/how the device id(=”cccc”) in CAB User Preference XDMS should be synchronized with that of UPP Directory XDMS.
Option D, It would be redundant and not flexible from the user’s/the system operator’s viewpoint.
Therefore, in order to keep the consistency for applying the user preference, even under the multiple devices, the author adds simple details on Option A.
The proposed schema of CAB User prefers will be referencable from UPP Directory XDMS.

The reason why the “id” attribute of <cab-user-preferences> element was removed is that the user already obtained public user id (e.g. sip:alice@example.com). As we know, the user “sip:alice@example.com” can get her document from the user tree of AUID.

Change 1:  Adding simple details in section 5.3.1.1 of CAB User Preference Application Usage
5.3 CAB User Preferences
5.3.1 CAB User Preference Application Usage

5.3.1.1 Structure
The CAB user preference document SHALL conform to the structure described in this subclause. The schema definition is provided in subclause 5.3.1.3 “XML Schema”.

The <cab-user-preferences> element:

b) SHALL include <profile-set> element which contains the list of  CAB user preference profiles available to the user The <profile-set> element
1. MAY include one or more <profile> elements which contains the details of each CAB User Preference profile available to the user. The <profile> element
i. SHALL include a “id” attribute that uniquely identifies the CAB user preference profile.
ii. MAY include any other attributes or elements from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility;

iii. MAY include a <auto-synchronize-ab> element indicating whether the AB is synchronized automatically or manually;

iv. MAY include a <send-notification---contact-added> element indicating whether to send a notification to a new contact  when the CAB User adds the new contact in his AB;
v. MAY include a <receive-notification-when-contact-added> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User when another CAB User adds the CAB User in his AB;
vi. MAY include a <notify-when-contact-becomes-cab-user> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User when a contact in AB, who was a non-CAB user, becomes a CAB User;
Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether the sender (the new CAB User) should be allowed to set a preference to notify the recipient, about the sender becoming a CAB user. (ref. f HLF-013). Example is the new CAB User setting to not be discovered.
vii. MAY include a <notify-when-receive-contact-subscription> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User for incoming Contact Subscription request;
Editor’s Note: The meaning of this preference in the case when previously established subscriptions to document changes is used, is FFS. 
viii. MAY include a <notify-on-contact-subscription-update> element indicating whether to notify the CAB User when information resulting from Contact Subscription is received;
ix. MAY include a < update-ab > element indicating whether the AB is updated automatically when information resulting from different CAB events that cause AB update (e.g. Contact Subscription,) is received;
1. <contact-subscription-update> sub-element indicating whether the AB is updated automatically when information resulting from Contact Subscription is received;
Editor’s Note: the further definition of sub-elements to detail each CAB events (e.g. Contact Share, interworking with non-CAB systems) is FFS.
Editor’s Note: customization preferences for CAB events (e.g. Contact Subscriptions updates, Contact Share, interworking with non-CAB systems) are FFS.
x. MAY include a <enable-ab-record element indicating whether to store the information about the document management operations [OMA XDM Core] performed on the CAB User’s AB XML document.
Editor’s note: The list of operations is FFS.
